Based on recent interviews of FTTx installation managers, there is increase in novice technicians in the last-mile installation arena and the clad-alignment splicer modules are increasingly popular. The crew chiefs increasingly are seeing the value of using the smaller rugged-type of fusions splicers; however, the use of pre-terminated connector cable assemblies, as well as using field-installable connectors and/or mechanical splices is still strongly considered in many areas.  Also, a strong consideration to go with a more expensive grade of fusion splicer is often seen as mandatory,” Montgomery added.
