Last year in 2010, North America led in the consumption value of fiber optic fusion splicers; however, in 2011 ElectroniCast expects that the Asia Pacific region (APAC), helped along substantially by increase usage China, to take the lead in relative market share. The European region is also set for impressive growth, slightly faster than North America.

According to ElectroniCast Consultants, the Telecommunications application currently represents 55% of the worldwide consumption of fiber optic fusion splicers. The use of fusion splicers in Private Enterprise Networks is forecast to increase at an average annual growth rate of 16.7% from 2010-2015. Consumption of fusion splice equipment in cable TV, military/aerospace and various specialty/other applications are also quantified in the report (see Figure). 

“The use of fiber optic fusion splicers in Private Enterprise is impressive, especially since mechanical splices are commonplace in that market; however, niche applications such as the use of fiber optics in Building Automation Systems (BAS) are finding a window of opportunity, especially for vendors that understand the channel to market to that sector,” said Stephen Montgomery, president of International Business at ElectroniCast.  Electrical and communication wiring contractor’s annual use of fusions splicers to deploy optical fiber Private Enterprise Networks is forecast to increase (2x) from 2010 to 2015.
