Fiber Optic Sensors Global Market Forecast

ElectroniCast forecasts the worldwide use of Point fiber optic sensors will reach $951 million and Continuous fiber optic sensor systems will reach $2.6 billion in 2015

Fiber optic sensor technology has experienced impressive growth since ElectroniCast first started providing market and technology analysis of the subject since the early 1980s. “In fact our analysts were tracking the various advanced photonic technologies, since 1976. In regards to fiber optic sensors, laboratory demonstrations in the 1970s of fiber-optic gyros and acoustic sensors eventually led to the introduction of the first commercial intensity and spectrally based sensors,” said Stephen Montgomery, president at ElectroniCast.

In 2010, the worldwide consumption value of point fiber optic sensors was $595 million and ElectroniCast forecasts the value of the point sensors to increase at an average annual growth rate of 9.83 percent to $951 million in 2015.

A Continuous Distributed fiber optic sensor system involves the optic fiber with the sensors embedded with the fiber, plus electronics, connectors, data acquisition module, software, and miscellaneous components; however, ElectroniCast only quantifies the optical fiber, cable (fiber jacket) and the sensor elements in this forecast database.

According to ElectroniCast, during the 2010-2015 timeline, the consumption value of fiber optic sensors used in continuous distributed systems is forecast to grow at an average annual rate of nearly 43 percent from $435 million to $2.639 billion.
